Each support should be as close as possible in line with the bow and stern boat cleats. Mount pole support bases with 3/8” ss or galvanized lag bolts length will depend on the thickness of your deck. Drill a pilot hole for lag bolts or a clearance hole for through bolts. Washers should be used for lag bolts and on both sides of the through bolts (Mounting hardware not included). For concrete use appropriate mounting hardware. Insert the 1” pole into the base. Thread about half of the line through the pulley hold lines together at the base end of the pole insert the attached square on the end of the 1” pole into the bases. The looped end of the line attaches to your boat cleats. The straight end of the line goes through the hole in the support mounted cleat tie the end of the line so the line will stay attached to the cleat. Attach separate dock lines both for the bow and the stern adjust for desired distance for your boat from the dock (see sketch), tighten whip lines enough to keep your boat away from the dock secure the line on support cleat. Crossing spring lines may be added from the dock to your boat if you experience strong currents or high winds. The sketch below is a suggestion other mounting arrangements may be used depending on the position of your boat.
